Building Bridges 

Learning Objective: To introduce the idea of teamwork, communication and creative problem solving. 

Group Size: Small groups of 5-7 people. 

Space Required: a room with ample space for movement. 

Time Required: 1 hour 

Props Required: Lots of newspaper, rolls (6-8) of masking tape, a gallon jug 1/4 to 1/2 full of water, a plastic dishpan type container, cassette player, cassette tape with "William Tell Overture" or music with a hectic pace. 

Activity Instructions: "You are going to build a bridge using only the newspaper and masking tape. The bridge must be strong enough to hold this bottle (show the bottle and let them check the feel of it for weight). Also, the bridge must be tall enough for the pan to pass underneath it. The bridge must be free-standing; not attached to the wall, a piece of furniture, a person or an article of clothing...FREE-STANDING." 

Rules Summary: (Clarify understanding of rules. Also write them on flip chart.) 

1. Cannot use materials other than newspaper and masking tape. 

2. Each group to build a bridge that the dish can pass under and hold the gallon jug for 10 seconds. 

3. Cannot stick/tape to another person or furniture. 

4. 10 minutes to plan; 10 minutes to build the bridge. 

Process: 

Tell them they will have 10 minutes to plan, discuss, etc., and to be sure everyone in the group is included. DO THEY HAVE ANY QUESTIONS? Time the 10 minutes. After the 10 minute discussion period, pass out the newspaper and tape. Inform the group they will now have 10 minutes to construct their bridge and, by the way, there will be no talking allowed during this 10 minutes. 

At the end of 10 minutes, allow the group one minute to speak to each other and then an additional 5 minutes of SILENTLY work to complete their bridge. During this last work session, play the "William Tell Overture" (or other such music) loudly. 

Call time and let the group present their bridge. A spokesperson from the group will tell about their bridge and pass the pan under and put the jug on top. When the jug is put on top, all will count for 10 seconds. 

Next, the following questions will be discussed to end the activity.
Processing/discussion questions: 

· How did you work as a group? 

· Which part was the most difficult? 

· Did everyone participate in some way? 

· Did you feel like you contributed to the group? 

· Did you feel like you were part of the group? 

· Was there one particular person that kept the ball rolling? 

· Were there individuals who were particularly quiet? 

· How was their quietness interpreted: agreement or disagreement? 

· What influenced the type of bridge built by each group? 

· Why were no two alike? 

· How did communication or lack of it affect the work of the group? 

· What characteristics of teamwork became evident during this exercise?

You are in a desert.  You have with you the following five animals:

· Lion

· Cow

· Horse

· Sheep

· Monkey

You calculate your distance, your food and water supply, etc.  To traverse the desert, you realize you are going to have to leave one of your animals behind.

Which one do you drop?  (No discussion allowed.  Others might persuade some to change their decision by making comments like, “I’m going to keep the horse because then I can ride it across the desert.”)  Tell the students they can use whatever logic or rationale they want, but they must get rid of one, and they should keep track of what animal they got rid of.  (Have them write the numbers 1-5 on a sheet of paper and jot down their answers.)

You have 4 animals left.

The desert is burning up.  It’s high noon.  The desert goes on for miles and miles.  Sand is everywhere.  You realize that in order to get out, you are going to have to drop another animal.  Which one will you leave next?

You have 3 animals left.

Walk, walk, walk.  Hot, hot, hot!!!  The temperature in the desert now exceeds 120°.  You’ve got to stop for water.  AGH!  You left the top off of your canteen, and some of your water has spilled out.  How will you ever make it without your full supply of water?  You were counting on that for you and your animals, but now there’s not enough.  Guess what?!  You’ve got to leave another animal behind.  Jot down the animal you are now leaving behind.

You have 2 animals left, and very little water.

Disaster!  The oasis on your map is now dried up.  It’s a long, hot, walk.  Good news!  At the edge of the desert you see the Golden Arches of McDonald’s.  Hurray!  You’re saved!  The only problem is that you and your animals are nearly dehydrated.  You sit for a moment before those last couple of miles to take a drink that will get you to the end.  The bad news is that there are only 2 drinks left.  You’ve got to drop one more animal, knowing that only you and the one remaining animal will survive.  Which animal do you drop?  Which do you bring with you safely out of the desert?  You’ve got to decide.  Jot it down.

You and one animal safely traverse the remaining few miles, then stop for a Big Mac with fries and Coke, supersized.  You’re saved!

To make it interesting, before you go on, ask for a show of hands regarding which animal they chose to “save”—to hang onto until the end.  Then tally the group results before you announce what the story means.  Make sure they not only know what animal they hung onto last, but also in which order they dropped them.

Based on Japanese archetypes, each animal represents a trait or characteristic about you.  The desert represents a hardship.  The order that you dropped or hung onto each animal will tell you something about your personality, as well as your values—especially when faced with a hardship (the desert).  The animal you dropped first represents what is least important to you when faced with a hardship, and the animal that you clung onto the longest shows you what you value most under stress or in a crisis situation.  Here’s what they stand for:

Lion = pride.  When faced with trying times, how important a role will pride play in your decisions?  If you hung onto the lion until or near the end, pride is very important to you.  You might have the tendency to let yourself suffer in order to “save face.”  If let go of it early, you have a tendency to make decisions based on what YOU think is right, not necessarily caring what others think.

Monkey = your children.  If you let the monkey go early, your children are not nearly as important to you as the other values.  Teenagers tend to let go of the monkey very early in the “walk,” while—believe it or not—mothers have a tendency to hang on to it.  Teenagers and childless people tend to look at the monkey and say to themselves, “What good is IT going to do me?”  Mothers, on the other hand, have a tendency to hang on to the monkey, feeling more compassion for the cute and cuddly creature.  They often times find it very difficult to let it die in the hot desert.

Sheep = friendship.  How important is friendship in your life when faced with a hardship or a crisis?  We all tend to believe that it is very important, and for most people, it is.  However, when facing a dilemma, where exactly does it lie on your priority list?  If you dropped the sheep early on, you have a tendency to deal with a problem, not worrying about your friends.  You tend to “take care of business,” no matter what.  If you hung onto the sheep until the end, friendships are everything to you, and you will still put your friends at the forefront of your priority list, even in a crisis.  Someone out there is very lucky to have you as a friend.  If you dropped the sheep early, it doesn’t mean you aren’t or can’t be a good friend!  It merely means that you don’t place the same amount of importance on friendship during a hardship as you might some of the other values listed.

Cow = basic needs.  Food, clothing, shelter, warmth, comfort—all of these are represented by the cow.  If you hung onto the cow until the end, safety and security are of the utmost importance to you.  If you let it go early, you tend to be a risk taker, even possibly an entrepreneur.  Some people like gambling, some like the stock market, and others like passbook savings.  If you let it go early, you’re probably a gambler.  If you held on to it until late, you have a tendency to avoid risk, usually deciding on the “sure thing” when faced with a dilemma.  Does this sound like a myth?  Do this with a room full of senior citizens.  Inevitably, the majority of them will hang on to the cow until or near the end.  Consider this.  Many seniors are at a point in their lives where risk is no longer exciting or important to them, but security is.  They, as well as others that place a high priority on basic needs, tend to keep the cow.

Horse = passion.  No, by passion it doesn’t mean that you’ll run around the room naked saying, “Ooh, baby, ooh, baby!”  It means that you feel strongly about what it important to you, and are willing to take action for something you believe in.  High school and college students have a tendency to hang on to the horse until last.  Do students have passion?  I think so!  Take your employment, for example.  Let’s suppose you are being treated unfairly for something you didn’t do on the job.  A middle aged or older person might have the tendency to just “deal with it,” or to keep their mouths shut for fear of repercussion or losing their jobs.  A young person would be much more prone to tell their employer, “Up yours, pal!” because they feel more passionately about the mistreatment.  That’s why you normally see younger people involved in protests, etc.  That’s not a bad thing!  It’s just something many people tend to gradually lose at they get older.  Most of the people that held onto the horse longer still have more passion for life, especially when facing a crisis or hardship.  By the way, if you don’t believe it, try this with several high school or college classes, then average out what animal was “saved” the most.  You’ll find these results:

High school/College aged kids – keep the horse until last, usually dump the monkey first.  Boys very often dump the monkey first.

Senior citizens – keep the cow until last.

Moms – keep the monkey until last, or at least until near the end.

Interestingly, I’ve never seen a group that I could classify that had a tendency to hang on to the lion (pride) or the sheep (friendship) until last.  Some individuals do, but not as a group.

Do you think this is accurate?  Maybe you do or maybe you don’t.  While I do believe that it nothing works for every individual, I’ve done this A LOT of times with various groups.  The group results, as I’ve described above, occur 80% or 90% of the time.  If you still don’t like your personal results, don’t sweat it.  It’s only a story!
